As you are aware, the Borough of Marcus Hook and the surrounding area are currently facing significant
challenges resulting from the recent announcements about the closure of the ConocoPhillips refinery and the impending
closure of the Sunoco Marcus Hook Refinery. We greatly appreciate the ongoing support you have provided our
communities during this difficult time, With this Ietter, the Borough would like to request your assistance with pursuing
means to mitigate the negative impacts of these closures and strive to move toward future coromunity and economic
stability.

With the potential loss of 1,000 jobs from both facility closures, we recognize that it is of utmost importance at
this time to respond to current and future community impacts through the development of a proactive strategy. This
strategy will need to include providing additional training for the displaced workforce so they can find new employment,
analyzing and identifying the new market in the commugity to allow for new development and redevelopment of key
sites, minimizing the detriment of job loss to our workforce, schools, and businesses, and identifying key partners and
their roles in the promotion of community and economic development.

As part of this effort, we have identified a potential federal source of aid that would be critical in helping to secure
the economic future of our community. The National Emergency Grants Program provides assistance to communities and
dislocated workers to help recover economically from the impacts of plant closures and large layoffs. The effects of two
major area employers closing their facilities will be significant for Marcus Hook and Trainer, Federal support through the
National Emergency Grants Program would create an important advantage in rebounding and planning for recovery and
growth. In addition, we would appreciate the opportunity to discuss potential funding resources from the Pennsylvania
Department of Community and Economic Development’s Center for Local Government Services to assist with the
development of this proactive strategy.

The Borough of Marcus Hook and the surrounding communities would greatly appreciate your assistance in
pursuing funding sources as an integral part of developing and implementing a strategy aimed at reducing and eliminating
the community impacts from the closures of the ConocoPhillips and Sunoco facilities. We would welcome an opportunity
to meet with key members of any applicable agencies to discuss the federal funding opportunity and any potential
resources to help our community respond to this difficult situation.
